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Liturgy Motes for June 26/27

Some have kindly asked about the disappearance of the Precious Blood at Holy Mass at Holy Rosary.
Though | went owver this earlier in the year, it is warth revisiting with the return of the summer parishioners. First
off—rejoice! It has not disappeared. The blood is just &= present under the appearance of the bread as it is in the
chalice. Under either “species’ as it is @lled, whather it be the appearance of bread or wine, there is the fullness of
christ: Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity. | had one small child come to me crying after mass last year when the
chalice was still being offered, because the Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity of Christ under the appearance of wine,
had run out. He thought he had not received the “full Jesus’. It is a good lesson for us all. In no way are we lacking
something if we receive under only one species. For instance, one man (you have probably seen him) comes and
receives only from the chalice after evenyone alse. It is because he has a severs gluten allergy—much worse than
mine. He can't even have the low gluten hosts. Yet he still receives the “full Jesus’. S0 we all need to remember
that point—we lack nothing by reception under only one species_ There are many reasons why Pastors might
exercise the option to not give out the chalice such as sickness, danger of spilling, lack of understanding of the
species and what is present, and, there are other ways of giving out both species such as intinction of the host in
either a chalice or a little cup attached to the paten. in fact, in the Documents of Watican 11, it was only envisaged
to be done occasionally, if the Pastor wanted and felt it was right to give it out at all.

Interastinghy, no one has said that they miss the chalice itself as a way to give out the body, blood, soul
and divinity of our Lord, although some have mentionad that they miss having what they see as their job as an
extraordinary minister of holy communion—that if they don't give out the chalice, then they can't participate. This
is understandable in the somewhat confused atmaosphere of the Church today but it shows a misplaced
understanding about what it means to participate in the sacrifice of the Holy Mass_ First, it is an office that
belongs to the priest or deacon as ordinary ministers of communion and dispensers of the mystery. Vatican I
allowed for extraordinary ministers, but they are always that—extracrdinary—not the norm [the diccese even
corrected us on this terminology, saying that we shouldn®t call them Eudharistic Ministers). Like the problem of
thinking that one doesnt receive the Tull lesus’ under both species, another problem that has surfaced is this
mentality: That one has the right to help dispensea these mysteries, instead of realizing that it is an honor in
extraordinary ciroumstances (whether that be as a lector, acolyte, extracrdinary minister, or whatever). And so
there is absolutely nothing personal if you are on the schedule and get bumped: 1 am obliged to honor the offices
to which a visiting priest or saminarian is installed. Did you know that | am, as a priest, an extraordinary minister
for confirmation for instance? That's nght. | can be delegated to do it, but it is only the proper office of the
bishop. 1am not the ordinary minister. | never have the Tight' to do confirmations. 1 have to get permission every
time that | confirm people whidh is rare, and should be.  and for me to think othersise would be rather odd.
Similarly too, when a properly installed acolyte or lector is in the Church, they should fulfill the office imto which
they are installed. That is why for example, when one of our seminarians, Peter Wighon, (a formally installed lector
and acolyte, both offices which require men alone at the formal level even today), comes home he fulfills his office
as a lector or acolyte instead of an extracrdinary minister who might have already been scheduled.

Maore and more, there is a darification about what vatican 1l meant concerning full, conscious and active
participation. It didn't mean everyone having to ‘do’ somathing during miass outside of their already vital role of
praying and offering themselvas up as a ‘living sacrifice’ as 5t Paul says. Instead of ‘active’, a better translation
seems to be ‘actual’. Actual participation at mass—knowing what is going on, singing, paying attention, the proper
bodily posturas as instructed by Bishop Cooney and upheld by Bishop Hebda (including not holding hands during
the Owr Father or elevating ones hands—which confuses the relationship of the body of Christ, as our diocese has
=aid), is what is important. And Bishop Hebda might soon be implementing some other legitimate changes. Our
dear Pope said it best in his book on the Liturgy:



“whot does this octive participotion come down to [in the mass]? What does it mean that we have to do?
Unfortunately the word [octive] was very quickly misunderstood fo meon something external, entaifing a need
for general activity, as if as many people as possible, as often as possible, should be wisibly engoged in oction.
However, the word, “part-icpation” refers to o principal action in which everyone has a “part™._By the octio
[oction] of the liturgy the sowrcesfthe church] mean the Eucharistic Prayer [not our external octions]. The real
liturgicol oction, the true liturgical oct, s the oratio [proyer]_ This oratio—the Eucharistic Prayer, the “Camon™—
is reaily more than speecdh; it is action [oction], in the highest sense of the word.

5o a general confusion as to what it means to be “actively” involved in the mass has caused a mentality not
intended by the Church. And then, when people’s jjobs" are for some reason removed, they become offended. In
Africa, they hold in such a high regard the proper office, that the priest will give out communion alone—it might
take an howr—without extragrdinary ministers. | think then that this misunderstanding has led many to feel that
we are ‘going back’ to pre-vatican Il days. The Pope has no such intentions. But what he does intend is for us to
hiave a real understanding of what the council meant to teach.

A further example of this confusion comes out in altar serving, and that somehow having men or boys
only serving somehow means that women ‘aren't as good’. On March 15, 1994 the Congregation for Divine
worship put out a document clarifying the permission of the use of altar girls. Within that document (and a further
clarifying document in 2001} the Churdch clearly indicates her mindset on this. it has nothing to do with equality: it
gives permission to Bishops to allow this innovation [the word used by the 2001 document—that is, the use of
altar girls) but, “At the same time, however, the Holy See wishes to recall that it will olwaoys be very oppropriate
to follow the noble trodition of having boys serve at the aftar. As is well known, this has led to o regssuring
development of priestly vocotions. Thus the obligation to support such groops of aftar boys will always
continee”. In the 2001 document, the Congregation of Divine Waorship further clarified the Bsue saying that no
priest is obliped to have female servers, even in disceses where this is permitted. 1t also stressed that no one has a
“right” to serve at the alar, and also it strongly reaffirmad that altar boys should be encouraged. That “ it wil
aiways be very oppropriote to follow the noble tradition of having boys serve ot the oftar__indeed, the abligotion
to support groups of aftor boys will olways remain, not least of all due to the well known gssistonce that such
programs have provided since time immemorial in encouroging futwre priestly wocotions." And that “ it wouwld
remuain importont to explain dearly to the faithful the noture of this innowotionfoftar girls], lest confusion might
be introduced, thereby hampering the development of priestly vocations”.

The reason that | bring this up is because it shows how active partidpation understood in the wrong sense
leads people to conceive of things as inequalities—which couldn't be further from the truth. it has nothing to do
with girls being less than boys or unable to do the job. | had a priest friend who spoke about his niece who was a
senver, and then eventually wanted to be a priest—something that the Churdh has dearly stated that she doesn't
hawve the authority to allow so it could never change. She ended up having great difficulties with her faith after
that as a result. It & a good examiple of how not safeguarding the principles about why we do things leads to larger
problems down the road. My job is to transmit the faith and the tradition to you and youwr children.

| don't think that it is a coincidence that we have the largest pool of potential wocations to the priesthood
in the diocese, and the Bishop, on more than one oocasion, has complimented us on our servers at the altar. 501
hope that this helps. We are a body—and each part of the body is essential, and given a great dignity! That dignity
is not based on one's ‘active participation’ as in having a job, but in achual participation. 'We are however, in no
way ‘going back’ to ‘Pre vatican II' days. 'We are going forward, as Pope Benadict 200 says, in the continuity of
Tradition—both new and old.
